Nature’s Music
Kinder Nature Club

1.  Introduction:  Play CD, “American Woodland 2” and discuss types of music the kids are familiar with.  Then explain (using visuals) that nature provides many types of music as well. What are some types of “music” nature makes? Play frog calls and bird songs on the Bird Identifier; also crickets, water, wind, other animals such as wolves.
2.  Nature Walk:  

A. Take Bird Identifier in case you hear birds that you can teach calls.  

B. Give the kids a crayon and a scavenger hunt to mark each sound they heard on their sheet.  

C. At the stream, close eyes and use “deer ears” to listen to the water.

Have the kids collect small pieces of sticks, grasses for the craft. 
3.  Craft:  Make rain sticks/ noise makers (need:  toilet paper and paper towel rolls; beans, masking tape, paper to go around the rolls and on ends to close holes; markers)

A. Color the paper rolls; 

B. Cover, with paper and tape, one end of the rolls and fill the other end with small  sticks, beans, grasses from outside;

C. Cover, with paper and tape, the other end of the roll.

4.  Activity:  Let the kids play their noisemakers and GVA’s instruments (drum, tambourine).

5.  Story and Snack:  “Birdsong” with pretzels and a few jellybeans
