Though Earth and its ecosystems have evolved over 4 billion years, a dramatic transformation has occurred 
in just the past 200 years from the dominant species ςus. In this cross-disciplinary, hands-on session, 
explore the major trends that have shaped the global landscape in such a short span of time ςhuman 
population growth, agricultural expansion, industrialization and urbanization. Engage in small-group 
simulations on forest use and resource extraction, a graphing and data analysis activity on the 
environmental impacts of livestock, and a demonstration of interactive, online visualizations of urbanization 
and changing land use. Discuss ways to implement these activities in the classroom or environmental 
education center. Receive lesson plans and background materials in an electronic format.
